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Flight Dispatchers must obtain a basic radio telephone operator's license.
Flight dispatchers usually require experience in air traffic control and flight
operations and may also require a private pilot's license. All flight
dispatchers must have passed the generic Transport Canada flight dispatcher
examinations before being permitted to work in flight dispatch, even while
in training.

The flight dispatch office is the hub for all information that may affect the
safe and timely operation of a flight. Information is collected on weather,
flight progress, aircraft availability, aircraft readiness, projected payload
and maintenance. Aircraft carrying passengers belonging to an airline and
operating from a Canadian airport may not depart without the consent of
the flight dispatcher.

« Analyze environmental conditions and assess aircraft for load and fuel
capacity and other factors to determine flight routes

« Brief the flight crew before takeoff on weather conditions and the status
of navigational facilities and airports en route

« Co-sign flight authorization with the aircraft captain

» Monitor the progress of flights and communicate as required during flights

» May delay or cancel flights, if conditions warrant. They prepare and

maintain flight plans, flight logs and other reports.
